Welcome to the new school year (well almost)! I hope this letter finds you doing wonderfully well. Things are moving along quite rapidly in Student Ministries here at Wooddale and we’re excited!

One of the main things we’re excited about is this year’s A.U.G. program. For those of you not familiar with our A.U.G. program, let me explain. Approved Unto God (A.U.G.) is a program specifically designed and offered to ninth grade students. It is an eight month theology course covering the following areas: God, Man, Christ, the Holy Spirit, the Church, Angels & Demons, Salvation, the End Times & more. 

One of the statistics floating around in youth ministry states that 80% of students lose their faith when they go to college. I disagree! The faith students lose is not their own; rather, it’s the faith of their parents, youth pastors, or friends. My desire, as the primary teacher of A.U.G., is to initiate discussion among the students, challenging them to think and process the truth and relevancy of Scripture so they can claim their own faith.

A.U.G. sessions typically will be held Sundays, 4-6 p.m. in the Hillside Room (with a few exceptions). Please review the enclosed preliminary schedule of sessions and events. It is essential to the student’s learning process and connection to the group that he/she makes these sessions a priority.  

The A.U.G. kick-off special session will be Sunday, October 16, 3-6 p.m. The first session will include an overview of the A.U.G. & Project Colorado programs, presentation of the guidelines, expectations of the class, and an actual A.U.G. teaching session. Both parent(s) and student are asked to attend the introductory session from 3-6 p.m. 

The one time fee per student for the eight month A.U.G. & Study Session program (excluding the cost of Project Colorado) is $100. The fee covers study materials, an NIV Study Bible, study session administrative costs, and transportation for church visits.
